Personal Development and Mutual Understanding

This year we will be working on the Roots of Empathy programme and the Helping hands programme.
Roots of Empathy  A programme on emotional literacy.

At the heart of the programme is a neighbourhood infant and parent who visit the classroom every three weeks over the school year. A trained Roots of Empathy Instructor coaches students to observe the baby's development and to label the baby's feelings. In this experiential learning, the baby is the "Teacher" and a lever, which the instructor uses to help children identify and reflect on their own feelings and the feelings of others. This "emotional literacy" taught in the program lays the foundation for more safe and caring classrooms, where children are the "Changers".

Effective Communication Skills for social Guardianship.
