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Primary 6/7 Parent Information Sheet

PE – P6/7 are required to change their clothes for PE and have suitable footwear for both indoor and outdoor lessons in school, at all times.

Swimming Kit – All Fridays in second term unless told otherwise.

Equipment – Children should have all the necessary equipment to complete their work during school, e.g. Pencils, erasers, colouring pencils/pens, ruler, and protractor. Please note tin whistles are also required each Mondays!
As transfer is still in place, a very large part of the curriculum in P6/7 is driven by the requirements of this test.
In mathematics the topics covered are:

· Understanding number and number notation e.g. Place value to a million, decimals, percentages and fractions

· Patterns, relationships and sequences e.g. Multiples, factors, square numbers, triangular numbers and simple algebra

· Operations and their applications e.g. Four operations to two decimal places, multiplication facts up to 12x12

· Money – recording, approximating, calculator display

· Measures – length, weight, volume/capacity, time 12/24hr, area, perimeter and temperature using metric units

· Negative number – understanding and using negative numbers in context

· Scale – understanding and using scale with maps and drawings

· Shape and Space – 2D/3D shapes, angles, symmetry, sides, reflection and tessellation, faces, edges and vertices. (internals angles of triangles and quadrilaterals only)
· Position, Movement and direction – clockwise/anticlockwise, 8 points of compass, lines, angles, triangles, and co-ordinates.

· Handling data, e.g. Graphs, tables, diagrams, charts, mean and range.

· Probability 

English

· Parts of speech e.g. Nouns, proper nouns, collective nouns, pronouns,  verbs, adjectives, adverbs, and prepositions
· Punctuation – capital letters, commas, full stops, question marks, apostrophes, speech marks, hyphens etc.

· Comprehension and close procedure

· Sentences, clauses and phrases

· Alphabetical order

· Antonyms (opposite), synonyms (similar), homophones, and similes.
· Spelling – contractions, 

· Writing – letter writing, introduce paragraphs with improved grammar and different tenses

· Reading – studying texts as a group or reading for own enjoyment

Science

· Ourselves, e.g. Senses, growth, movement, major organs, and factors that contribute to good health
· Animals and plants – growth, feed, move and senses, similarities and differences, seasonal changes, classification

· Lifecycles – butterfly, frog, flowering plant

· Materials – properties, origins, dissolving

· The environment  - recycling, decomposing

· Forces and energy

· Electricity

· Light

· Sound

Homework

P6/7 homework for the week is normally set on a Monday for the week. The children will be expected to complete their homework, as per grid, each night for approximately one hour.  By the time the children get to P6/7 they should be independent readers and are expected to be reading every night with little or no assistance.  Therefore reading is not necessarily prepared in school. I would encourage you to take your child to the library to promote reading as an enjoyable activity.
